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Camp HOPE America is the first evidence-
based camping and mentoring program 
for children aged 8 to 16 exposed to 
trauma in the United States. Our vision is 
to break the generational cycle of family 
violence by offering healing and hope to 
children and adults who have witnessed 
and been impacted by family violence.

This year, we provided a Pathway to HOPE 
for 55 campers!

The mission of VOICES OKC is to raise 
awareness of and support for those who 
have been impacted by interpersonal 
violence and abuse in our community. 
VOICES seeks to break the silence that 
enables abusers by empowering survivors 
to find and raise their voices. 

Initiatives include community speaking 
engagements and education, survivor 
support groups, and candlelight vigils.



Ctrl+Shift is Oklahoma City’s first full-
time academy for software and web 
development. The program is designed 
to combat the effects of financial abuse 
by equipping survivors with the skills to 
pursue careers as web developers.

Before graduating, our first cohort made 
an average of $16,000 per year. In their 
first year as developers, they will make an 
average of over $40,000 per year!

We partnered with the Oklahoma 
Humane Society to create the Animal 
Advocacy Program to better serve 
victims with pets. The program provides 
emergency vet services and pet care 
items as well as foster care when 
necessary so that our clients can focus on 
finding their own safe homes.

This year, we served 162 human clients 
and 317 animal clients!
